We'll
send the supplies at the same time we send your medicines. You will not have to pay anything for the
supplies.

Q: How long will it take to get my specialty medication?
A: Specialty medications are usually sent 1 to 2 days after we get your prescription. It may take longer if
a prior authorization is required and we need to contact your doctor.

Q: How easy is it to get refills?
A: A member from our CareTeam will call you each time you need a refill. You can also order a refill at
www.CVSCaremarkSpecialtyRx.com or you can call us toll-free at 1-800-237-2767.

Q: Will it cost more to use CVS Caremark Specialty Pharmacy?
A: No. There is no extra cost when you use our pharmacy.

A pharmacist is available, 24
hours a day, 7 days a week. It is a free call and will not cost you anything.
